This is a steel pin machined with “in and 'zin shanks, the ends of
which are ground to accurate points. To use the pin, you insert the
appropriate end in the router collet and align the projecting point
with the marked cutting line. Use the router side fence, a
straightedge or whatever else you need to help you position
the point accurately. When you're satisfied with the router’s
position, remove the pin and replace it with the
required cutter. You can also use it to lay off
the position of a cut. It's brilliant!
